I have spoken to the 5.1.2e of the choir in Heerlen/Hoensbroek.
His story didn’t match completely with the story of GGD Zuid Limburg. [Eg told:

There were 4 positives, which were: 1) woman 2) her partner 3) her father 4) her mother.

The woman (1) works in healthcare so she was routinely tested. On 7 or 8 sep her test was positive. She didn't

have symptoms then or later.

Her partner, her father and mother were together at a birthday party (according to the GGD on 4-9), so they (2, 3

and 4) got a test as well (after the woman was tested positive) and they were all positive. Only the mother (4) got

symptoms in the week after 7-9.

On 6-9 there was a performance in church. 14 persons were present (including the conductor and pianist) and

following corona measures.

On 10-9 there should have been a repetition, but this was canceled because of the situation. The conductor didn't

hear of any other choir members attending the performance of being positive. The 4 positives haven't been at the

repetitions until now.

The woman could have been positive/infectious on 6-9 (since she got her test result on 7 or 8-9). Maybe her

partner and parents as well.

Or her test was still positive, but she was not infectious anymore.

I am wondering if we still want to look into this cluster as a choir cluster, or is the setting too much something else

(birthday party for example)?
