I have checked that many studies overlap in the meta analysis. There are three in the Parasa which are notin the
Chan study, all the rest are there. But here comes the big one: The Wang study and the Ling study results differ in
the meta-analysis studies!

I checked further and the Parasa study has the right values, which unfortunately are smaller percentages of
shedders. E.g., Ling is actually 11 out of 66 (correct in Parasa) but in the Chan metaanalyisis it contributes with a
very solid 100% (97%, 100%%) with such a tiny error that called my attention as complete bullocks. This and the
wrong (also overestimated) value from the Wang study already suggests that the 66% from the Chan metaanalysis
is a bad overestimation. We'll have to check the other studies, but I'd say things are pointing towards it being about
40% shedding, which is what Parasa found and also agrees with the FFX data.
