Dear Aviation Security Partners and Colleagues,
Transport Canada has issued a NOTAM for Belarusian airspace.

This NOTAM follows the unusual event that took place on May 23, 2021, when a Ryanair plane was diverted and forced to make an
emergency landing at Minsk Airport, under escort by a Belarusian Air Force MiG-29 fighter aircraft, following an alleged bomb
threat.

NOTAM text: AIRSPACE SECURITY WARNING ISSUED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORT IN RESPONSE TO UNUSUAL
EXCESSIVE MEASURES BY BELARUS POSING SERIOUS SAFETY AND SECURITY CONCERNS TO COMMERCIAL AVIATION. AIR
OPERATORS AND OWNERS OF AIRCRAFT REGISTERED IN CANADA ARE ADVISED NOT TO ENTER MINSK (UMMV) FIR.

These updates are reflected in Transport Canada’s existing inventory of alerts for Canadian airlines flying near or over the following
foreign conflict zones: Iran, Iraq, Libya, North Korea, Saudi Arabia, Somalia, Syria and Yemen. The AIC is available on Nav Canada’s

website under AIC 16/21.
