Dear MAB Members, Observers and Alternates,

You are undoubtedly aware of the incident that occurred on 23 May 2021, when Ryanair flight FR4978, while overflying Belarus en-
route to its final destination (Vilnius), was diverted by Belarusian authorities and forced to land in Minsk.

The circumstances surrounding this incident have led many governments to denounce a politically motivated action, which
contravenes the provisions of the Chicago Convention, in particular of article 3bis* thereof. The operational control of the aircraft
rests with the operator and the aircraft commander, and they bear full responsibility for risk assessing a situation and for the
subsequent decision making. The actions undertaken by Belarus amounted to an increased safety risk for the abovementioned flight
and put into question the ability of Belarus to provide safe air navigation services.

The European Council, denouncing this unprecedented and unacceptable event, called upon the International Civil Aviation
Organization to urgently investigate this incident. EASA strongly supports the need for an immediate investigation and offers its
technical resources and expertise as part of that investigation. The European Council also calls on all EU-based carriers to avoid
overflight of Belarus.

As announced in the DGCA meeting held this afternoon, EASA plans to issue a SIB to strengthen the recommendation to avoid
operations in Belarusian airspace.

Given the urgency of the matter your comments are expected until today, 23:00 (CET). This will enable EASA to publish the SIB
shortly after.
