Pfizer completed its first-ever ($1.25 billion, ten-year) "sustainability” bond to finance or re-finance
access and AMR initiatives.
« In case you are not familiar with the term, Sustainability Bonds are bonds where the proceeds will be
exclusively applied to finance or re-finance a combination of both green and social projects. Pfizer's
Sustainability Bond focuses on two types of projects: “Managing Environmental Impact” (including
wastewater management) and “Patient Access’ (including AMR elements). This is a first for the pharma
industry as a whole.
« Pfizer's Sustainability Bond Framework makes explicit reference to the Access to Medicine Foundation
and our research multiple times.
« Pfizer committed to report on the following outcome/impact metrics with respect to how the proceeds
from the bond will be used:

o 'Estimated # of people helped by initiatives

0 #of shipments to low-income countries

o Number of doses provided

o List of global health stakeholder partners

o #of new product R&D and access opportunities targeting an unmet need

o Number of health workers trained in antimicrobial resistance, infectious diseases or child
health protocols Case studies”

companies, infectious diseases and how the Access to Medicine Foundation works with Japanese
investors.
« The article discusses the idea that investors need to evaluate big pharma not only on the R&D efforts to
develop highly-profitable medicines but also their attitudes towards infectious diseases and particularly in
light of potential losses caused by COVID-19.
